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International E-Mail Sign-Up Guidelines

INTERNATIONAL-L

You can receive updated immigration information on rules, regulations, changes and list of activities such as trips, events and meetings sponsored by the Department of International Services and Programs (DISP) via e-mail or the World Wide Web.

To subscribe via e-mail to our electronic list, send a message to:

Listserv@listserv.uconn.edu
Type the following message in the Subject of the e-mail:

Subscribe INTERNATIONAL-L your name

Warning: Write only the above command.  Any additional information or punctuation marks will result in an error. Please delete any text and/or signature in the body of the e-mail.
Contact the Computer Center Help Desk at 486-4357 if you need additional assistance.  Tell them you want to subscribe to International-L.

Alternatively, to subscribe via the World Wide Web, type:
http://vm.uconn.edu/subunsub.html
1. Fill in the available fields (first name, last name, and list name).

2. Enter INTERNATIONAL-L into the field, which is labeled “List name.”

3. Click on the “Subscribe” button.

4. The next time you check your e-mail you should have a message from the list server with a few instructions on how to complete your subscription on the International-L list.

5. Follow instructions on the screen to confirm your subscription to INTERNATIONAL-L.

6. Contact the Computer Center Help Desk at 486-4357 if you need additional assistance.  Tell them you want to subscribe to International-L.

Note: If you do not use your uconn.edu e-mail account as your primary e-mail account, you will need to contact the HELP DESK at 486-4357 and request that your e-mail sent to your uconn.edu account be FORWARDED to your private account (Yahoo, AOL, etc.).
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
